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To add to the outdoor look of your dinner, use moss sparingly throughout
the table or decorations, reminding your guests that nature is all around
them. Accent place cards and planters with it, but also experiment with dif-
ferent shapes. For instance, cover foam spheres in sheet moss to play with
the idea of nature and artifice.
